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Let's Talk about the Second Vatican Council
(The first in a series from Deacon John Ramassini)

There are sixteen main documents approved by tber8eVatican
Council, with their dates of promulgation and bidekcription. The
Latin name of the document, shown in parentheseserglly is
taken from the document’s first line of text.
1. The Constitution of the Sacred Liturgy (Sacrosactum
Concilium) Dec. 4, 1963 Pope Paul VI

The Sacred Council has several aims in view: dtrés to impart an
ever increasing vigor to the Christian life of tfathful; to adapt
more suitable to the needs of our own times thosttitions which
are subject to change; to foster whatever can pm@moion among
all who believe in Christ, to strengthen whatewen belp to call the
whole of mankind into the household of the ChurEhe Council
therefore, sees compelling reasons for undertathiegreform and
promotion of the liturgy.
2. The Reform of the Sacred Liturgy:

In order that the Christian people may more cegtaderive an
abundance of graces from the sacred liturgy, Hobthdr Church
desires to undertake with great care a generabregiin of the
liturgy itself. For the liturgy is made up of elents divinely
instituted, and of elements subject to change. s&@m®t only may,
