Let’'s Talk about the Second Vatican Council
(The fourth article in a series form Deacon JohmBssini)

Decree on Ecumenism (“Unitatis Redintegratio”)
November 21, 1964. Pope Paul VI

This Decree said that ecumenism should be everyaoe'’cern and
that genuine ecumenism involves a continual petscarad
institutional renewal.

The restoration of unity among all Christians i® af the principal
concerns of the Second Vatican Council, Christlthed founded
one Church and one Church only. However, many Sthn
communions present themselves to us as the tregitots of Jesus
Christ; all indeed profess to be followers of therd. but differ in
mind and go their different ways, as if Christ Hatisvere divided.

Such division openly contradicts the will of Christandalizes the
world, and damages the holy cause of preachin@Gtigpel to every
creature.

But the Lord of Ages wisely and patiently followstahe plan of
grace on our behalf, sinners that we are. In rteiber@s more than
ever before, He has been stirring divided Christi@mremorse over
their divisions and to a longing for unity. Evetyeve large
numbers have felt the impulse of this grace, antbrey our

separated brethren also there increases from daylaip the

movement, fostered by the grace of the Holy Spifit; the

restoration of unity among all Christians. Thiswvament towards
unity is called “ecumenical,” Those belong to ihavinvoke the
Triune God and confess Jesus as Lord and Saviarg dbis not

merely as individuals but also as corporate bodié®r almost
everyone regards the body in which we have hear@tispel as his
Church and indeed, God's Church. All however, tfioin different

ways long for the one visible Church of God, a Chutruly

universal and set forth into the world that the omay be

converted to the Gospel and so be saved, to thg gfdsod.

Despite fear and rejection, the Church must fuilflprophetic call.
God's loving kindness must be proclaimed by word example no
matter how imperfect the messenger may be.
