Peter heard God's call while Jesus was proclaitfiagvord of God
in his boat. Like Isaiah and Paul, Peter recoghibhés own
sinfulness and begged Jesus to leave him. Insleads asked Peter
to push out into deeper waters.

Let’'s Talk about the Second Vatican Council
(The fifth article in a series from Deacon John Rasini)

Decree on Eastern Catholic Churches
(“Orientalium Ecclesiarum”)
Promulgated by His Holiness Pope Paul, VI
November 21, 1964

This document states that variety within the chutoles not harm
its unity and that Eastern Catholic churches shoetdin their own
traditions.

The Catholic Church holds in high esteem the iattins, liturgical

rites, ecclesiastical traditions and the estabtisendards of the
Christian life on the Eastern Churches, for in themtinguished as
they are for their venerable antiquity, there reraaionspicuous the
tradition that has been handed down from the Apsstirough the e
Fathers and that forms part of the divinely reveéadaed undivided
heritage of the universal Church. This Sacred Emioal Council,

therefore, in its care for the Eastern churchesclwhiear living

witness to this tradition, in order that they magufish and with

new apostolic vigor execute the task entrusted hemt has

determined to lay down a number of principles, ddition to those

which refer to the universal Church; all else imitéed to the care
of the Eastern synods and of the Holy See.

The Holy Catholic Church, which is the Mystical Boof Christ, is

made up of the faithful who are organically unitedhe Holy Spirit

by the same faith, the same sacraments and the gameenment
and who, combining together into various groupscihare held
together by a hierarchy, form separate ChurcheRites. Between
these there exists an admirable bond of union, thehthe variety
within the Church in no way harms its unity; ratliemanifests it,

for it is the mind of the Catholic Church that eaatiividual Church

or Rite should retain its traditions whole and entéind likewise that
it should adapt its way of life to the differentenls of time and
place.
