Lent begins this week on Ash 
Wednesday, with a day of fast and 
abstinence.  Fasting pertains to those in 
good health from the ages of 18 – 59, and 

means that your main meal of the day cannot be larger than the 
combined amount of the other two meals of the day, not eating 
between meals, except liquids.  Abstinence from meat is to be 
observed by all those in good health from age 14 years and over.  
All  Fridays during Lent are days of abstinence from meat.  We 
follow the rules of fast and abstinence as an outward sign of 
repentance. 
 

Join us for Mass at 9:00 AM or 6:30 PM on Ash Wednesday as a 
way to begin your Lenten Journey. 
 

Ash Wednesday derives its name from the ancient practice of 
marking the foreheads of the faithful with blessed palm ashes, in 
the form of a cross, as a public and communal sign of penance.  
The “Alleluia” is put away today and will not be heard again until 
the Easter Vigil.  This is done to signify the  penitential mood of 
Lent.

Notice has been received of the death of Sister Davida Finn, O.P., 
94, who passed away at Siena Center, Racine, on Monday, February
