Decree on Priestly Formation
(Optatam Totius) October 28, 1965
Pope Paul VI

It recommended that seminaries pay attention & dpiritual,
intellectual and disciplinary formation necessany prepare
priesthood students to become good pastors.

Animated by the spirit of Christ, this sacred syne fully aware

that the desired renewal of the whole Church depéada great
extent on the ministry of its priests. It proclairthe extreme
importance of priestly training and lays down certdasic

principles by which to see regulations may be gfifeened which
long use has shown to be sound and by which theseetements
can be added which correspond to the constitutamasdecrees of
this sacred council and to the changes conditidneuo times.

Because of the very unity of the Catholic priesthadlois priestly

formation is necessary for all priests, diocesahratigious and of
every rite. Wherefore, while these prescriptioireally concern

the diocesan clergy, they are to be appropria@dypted to all.

Since only general laws can be made where théstsex wide
variety of nations and regions, a special programpieestly

training is to be undertaken by each country & ritt must be set
up by the Episcopal conferences, revised from timéme and
approved by he Apostolic See. In this way will théversal laws
be adapted to the particular circumstances of times and
localities so that the priestly training will alwaye in tune with
the pastoral needs of those regions in which tha@stny is to be
exercised.

The Fathers of this Holy Synod have pursued thekwegun by
the Council of Trent. While they confidently ergtio seminary
administrators and teachers the task of formingftihere priests
of Christ in the spirit of the renewal promoted this sacred
synod, they earnestly exhort those who are prepafim the
priestly ministry to realize that the hope of theu@h and the
salvation of souls is being committed to them. yrhege them
also to receive the norms of this decree willingihd thus to bring
forth most abundant fruit which will always remain.
